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We’ve seen a decrease in crime the last 28 days in our sector compared to the previous 28 days.

We saw a 71% decrease in people shot, 50% decrease in aggravated assaults, 36% decrease in all

violent crimes, 63% decrease in burglaries, and 15% decrease in all property crimes. We

experienced a 20% decrease in all major crimes. Thefts from motor vehicles remain an issue.

Please remember to lock your doors and remove any valuable items from your vehicles.
