The neighborhoods of Swansboro, Broad Rock and Reedy Creek have had 15 of these
thefts this year. The thieves target vacant homes that are for sale and homes that are
under construction. The thefts often occur in the early morning hours, but a few have
happened in the late afternoon or early evening. Once the thieves steel the perfectly
good AC units or copper it is then sold for scrap.
