Do not leave change, sunglasses, backpacks, etc. in your 

vehicle ever. Even if your car doors are locked, leaving property behind 

can result in a major inconvenience for you and a win for the bad guys.

This increase 

was driven mostly by unusually high increases in violent crime, from 4 to 7 and burglaries 

from 3 to 9.
