Per our ordinance (sec. 86-46 Refuse Limitations) of July, 2005, the City of Richmond - Solid Waste Management division will service up 
to four Supercans.  The purpose of this agreement is to assure quality service as we make necessary adjustments.  Your business is 
automatically issued one Supercan and invoiced the amount of $22.45 monthly.   
 
Should you require additional Supercans, (we provide up to (4) four) at the cost of $22.45 per Supercan.  (E.g. 1 Supercan - 
$22.45; 2 Supercans $44.90 monthly, etc.)  All charges will appear on your Utility account.  Should you should require more than 
four (4) Supercans, you are required to secure refuse services from a private contractor.
